Mercredi High School. As some of you may already know, last 

year we began a program that we have called Coats for Families 

(since Coats for Kids is taken :)). this project is a part of the 

Father Mercredi Community Service Group. What we do is 

collect gently used, warm winter wear such as jackets, hats, 

mittens, scarves, snow pants and even boots.
